Summary of strengths for QA2 

 
 

 The service supports all aspects of children’s health and reinforces appropriate hygiene with staff and children. Nearly all staff 
maintain required levels of first aid, asthma and anaphylaxis training and support one another. Staff are responsive to noticing 
children’s unwellness and injuries which are dealt with appropriately. Children with infectious illnesses are excluded.(2.1.1) 
 Children’s health needs are supported by speaking with parents or care providers. Educators are informed of children’s health 
needs through enrolment process and discussions with families. Appropriate individual health or medication plans are given to parents 
to have the necessary medical information filled out by their GP. Educators carefully store medications in individual clearly labelled 
containers. These have clearly been labelled with the child’s name and photo and all medications are checked for expiry dates.(2.1.1) 
 Centre and educators support the cultural diversity of our children and their dietary needs (2.1.1) 
 Quiet areas which include a variety of cushions, hammock and suspended fabric egg swing are provided and a range of active 
and passive learning experiences for the children so they may regulate their play. (2.1.2) 
 Clean appropriate spare clothes are available if required and relaxed positive nappy and toileting routines are followed within a 
suitable private area. (2.1.2) 
 We program, challenge and support all children regardless of their level of competency with a variety of everyday physical and 
sensory experiences including regular visits to the outdoor natural area and later the outdoor PGR-7 junior primary play area.  
  Observations and concerns of children’s individual needs are discussed and planned for with educators and Occupational 
Therapists (volunteer and Centre appointed) .(2.1.2, 2.2.2) 
 Safe and hygienic storage and handling, preparation of all food. We support children in learning positive hygiene practices.(2.1.3) 
 Educators explicitly teach children about effective hygiene practices, these include hand washing, toileting, nose blowing and 
dental hygiene. All areas are cleaned and sanitised at the end of the week, resources fortnightly or as needed plus at the end of each 
term a major clean of all equipment. (2.1.3) 
 Suitable cleaning products are used to minimise risk (2.1.3) 
 We recognise and follow the guidelines to control the spread of infectious diseases and to manage injuries and illness. e.g In 
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2014 the centre had a case of measles which required following SA Health and DECD regulations and extensive procedures.  
Educators who observe children are unwell contact parents and any injuries are written up and parents notified on the day. Suitable 
first aid kits are in the centre and are taken on excursions as well as emergency contacts and children’s medical information.(2.1.4) 
 Centre policy asks parents to provide children with a healthy snack and a water bottle and educators talk with the children about 
healthy food choices. Water bubblers are available to all services. A supply of fresh fruit, cheese, sultanas and sandwiches is always 
available. Emergency food packages or vouchers are given in emergencies to families and link with agencies. (2.2.1) 
 Safe challenging indoor and outdoor environments are provided where educators carry out safety checks and children conduct

Summary of strengths for QA3 

Strengths 
 

 The Centre was designed as a Children’s Centre using an existing external structure. The move from a standalone kindergarten 
occurred in September, 2010 – indoors and outdoors to foster children’s learning and development which is bright, inviting and 
flexible. The environment is safe, challenging, and has adequate shade plus an extensive verandah / amphitheatre cover was 
funded by the centre. There is appropriate fencing and child safe gates in the centre which allows children to safely interact with 
junior primary students through the pool fencing at break times which allows contact with educators, friends and peers which 
helps with transition both ways. There is a flow of indoor and outdoor spaces that invite open ended interactions where children 
are able to work in small groups.(3.1.1)  

 Specific rooms are designated for counselling, finance, health – midwifery, CAYHS, speech, paediatrician along with a 
Community Room and crèche facilities which are used for a great variety of programs.(3.1.1) 

 There is a lot of natural lighting and vision of external trees wherever you are in the centre. An acoustic upgrade was funded 
through DECD in 2014 to support a child with significant hearing loss in 2013 which significantly improved the acoustics for 
everyone,(3.1.1) 

 Children are encouraged to be independent while staff support and encourage children’s learning in the environments. Programs 
are inclusive of children with special rights. Allied Health professionals support educators in ensuring the environment, resources 
and equipment is suitable for the child/ren with special rights e.g in 2014 having specific toilet seats, hydraulic bed for nappy 
changes, monkey and B chairs were sourced from SERU to allow children to participate in the program.(3.1.3) 

 Appropriate and sufficient resources, equipment and furniture are provided to meet the range of interests, curiosity and 
capabilities of all children which includes babies and toddlers. These are cleaned, checked and stored in a systematic way. The 
centre is cleaned nightly and outdoor safety checks are conducted daily and  Safety Inspection Checklist of the physical 
encvironment termly. Preventative and unplanned maintenance is managed through Spotless(3.1.2) (3.2.2)

  Children have access to a natural environment– rocks, dirt, water, sand, bark, lawn, mound, gardens, plants and trees including 
a recent additional natural learning environment including extensive number of garden beds used by all services and the 
community. The children planted plants by the dry creek bed and fence line donated by Salisbury Council. We propagated seeds 
for our vegetable garden which harvested and used the produce in a healthy cooking program. Numerous healthy cooking 
classes have been provided for families and children e.g Cheap Easy Eats with South West Training and  Healthy Cooking with 
Kids with OPAL  (3.2.1) (3.3.2) 

 Sustainable practises are being embedded in the program with the children being involved in the practises and shared with 
families. Children are being supported to be environmentally responsible and to show respect for their environment. We have a 
compost bin, worm farm, use recyclable items, recycle rubbish, aware of energy, saving water. Water for the sandpit is from a 
rainwater tank. The outdoor verandah extension and amphitheatre cover has helped to save energy both during summer and 
winter.

Parafield Gardens Children’s Centre has a consistent large and very diverse, supportive and professional team. We value diversity of all 
staff and their skills which collectively supports all educators working within this complex community to support all children and their 
families. This includes a Community Development Coordinator (CDC), a Family Services Coordinator (FSC) – vacant term 1, 2015, 
Occupational Therapist (O.T – 2 days /week). From term 2, 2015 – O.T and Speech Pathologist .3 each and a fulltime FSC if the 
positions are filled. (4.1)(4.2.3)(4.3) 
Staff work collaboratively and are flexible, support and mentor each other. e.g mentoring with the use of technology (ICT), writing 
learning stories, inducting new staff and the numerous students on work placements.(4.2.2)

are working towards this.  Throughout the year all staff have opportunities to be part of all staff team professional development relevant 
to our QIP and DECD priorities and support centre programming.

Quality Improvement Plan for QA6 
Summary of strengths for QA6 

Strengths 
 

 
Educators acknowledge that all children and families come with a wealth of knowledge and experiences and that they are the primary educators and 
care providers. We work to develop respectful supportive relationships and partnerships with open communication so that the optimum outcomes for 
each child and family are possible.  
We have an effective enrolment and orientation process for families with information sessions being given with the Director, CDC and FSC while the 
children had 3 orientation visits during term 4. The centre has a priority of access should it be required. At the commencement of the year families are 
asked to answer a questionnaire re their child strengths, abilities, interests, and their expectations. This has been reflected in our programming e.g 
interest in space and dinosaurs. Parents are able to stay with their child/ren to settle them initially or to come back earlier. (6.1.1) 
 
Families have opportunities to be involved in the service and contribute to decisions for the centre. Children’s portfolios are available at all times for 
the children and their families, learning stories allow for child and parent voice, statements of learning which include goals are shared with parents 
term1,2 and 4. Educators are available at the start and end of the day and information is often shared at these times or at any other suitable time. 
Educators respond to any parent concerns and are dealt with in an appropriate manner. The centre has an “open door” policy. Formal decisions are 
made through our Governing Council. (6.1.2) 
 
Current information about the service is available to families through display boards, newsletters, face book and conveyed also verbally via bilingual 
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assistants and other educators and parents. An extensive information booklet is provided for all kindergarten families or on request. Displays re 
Community Services are readily accessible to families and support to access services is also given by educators and Community Development 
Coordinator, Family Services coordinator and Occupational Therapist. There are existing relationships with some key agencies e.g DECD support 
services, Families SA, CAYHS, midwifery team, paediatrician, financial counsellor, Autism SA, Novita, Playconnect, Salisbury West Training Services, 
OPAL, Can DO 4 Kids, Northern Carers, Aboriginal Health Services, Salisbury Council, local schools especially in the Hollywood, Lakes and Gardens 
partnership. Children who are identified with special rights have special referrals, and are supported with individual programs in consultation with 
therapists, review meetings with parents, DECD special educator and relevant therapists and future schooling personnel. Where appropriate 
schooling options are discussed, special options are applied for and preschool support staff go with the child on initial visits or as required. (6.1.3)

Family cultural celebrations are acknowledged and celebrated e.g Chinese and Vietnamese New Year, Harmony Day, National Sorry Day, 
Reconciliation Week, Diwali, Ramadan, International Children’s day, Peace Day, Remembrance Day and Christmas. Throughout the program 
children are involved in cooking food from other cultures with dietary needs recognised e.g halal, vegetarian, no pork .. are accommodated for. At 
group time parents and children have and may share their language, dress and culture.  
Expertise of families is recognised and they share in decision making about their child’s learning and wellbeing through informal discussions, learning 
stories, statement of learning. More formalised consultation and decision making is through Governing Council.  Parents are able to assist with 
excursions, come in for incursions, fundraising e.g Bunnings BBQ (6.2.1) 
 
Over recent years our partnership with Parafield Gardens R-7 has strengthened through the Continuity of learning, EChO and now numeracy 
projects. They all focus on the child, their learning, well-being, pedagogy and the continuity of learning for all children. This includes visits to the 
school areas, into classrooms prior to the end of year scheduled visits. Likewise the school children visit the Centre. Other links are also made with 
schools including Parafield Gardens High School – vistas by Children’s Services class, music group.  Parafield Gardens R-7 OSHC provides care for 
some kindergarten children who are collected from PGCC at the end of the day. Likewise OSHC use our outdoor learning environment.(6.3.2)(6.3.4)

Quality Improvement Plan for QA7 
Summary of Strengths  

Strengths 
 

We have a positive organisational culture where staff are motivated, are open and trusting and support each other to work together 
collaboratively. All educators are encouraged to have a voice, work together for the best outcomes for children and their families. High 
expectations are set for all educators. The PGCC Philosophy statement and code of ethics underpins and guides our work and 
interactions which was formed in consultation with educators, Governing Council and at the time PGCC partnership group. This is 
currently been reviewed and updated.  Any conflict is resolved and managed by educators or the director as necessary.  (7.1.1) (7.2.1) 
 
Every effort is made to promote continuity of educators and co-ordinators with numerous staff employed to do a variety of roles and 
relief work so this promotes staff cohesion and familiarity for the children and their families. Detailed staff rosters are in place. Four key 
teachers are employed including 1 teacher with step 9 who contribute to curriculum development, implement the Early Years learning 
Framework and ensure children achieve appropriate outcomes. All – 18 personnel, Early Childhood Workers have their Certificate III in 
Children’s Services,7 have completed their Diploma in Children’s Services and 2 are currently studying for their Diploma. (7.1.3)(7.1.4) 
 
All educators working with the children are fit and proper having had a DCSI for ECW’s, Governing Council members, outside agencies 
and volunteers and teachers via Teachers Registration Board. (7.1.5)  
 
All educators have performance discussions with the director both formally and informally throughout the year. The director provides 
ongoing feedback throughout the year and educators one to another. Successes are celebrated and areas of concern are evaluated and 
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support given to achieve improvement. Professional development is strongly supported – through whole of staff opportunities and 
supports educators learning and the continuous cycle of improvement, e.g end of term days, ongoing workshops open to all e.g Maths 
with Ann Baker and PGR-7 school, Adam Bienenstock –Nature Play, EChO reading groups … A professional development register is 
kept at the centre.  (7.2.2) 
 
The Quality Improvement Plan is reviewed yearly with educators and Governing Council with progress towards it provided throughout 
the year. Data is collected on children e.g literacy – concept of print, vocabulary, children’s voice – voting, choices. Also the parent 
survey and informal discussions. These are included in the Annual report and guide future programming and plans. (7.2.3) 
 
All records and information are stored appropriately to ensure confidentiality, which are available and maintained in accordance with 
legislative requirements e.g children’s assessments, medication, attendance and enrolment records. Retention and disposal of records 
are adhered to. A record of all students and volunteers is kept. (7.3.1) 
 
Effective administrative systems and procedures are established and maintained for the effective operation of the centre. A receptionist 
is employed 20 hours / week and a finance officer comes fortnightly. This supports and ensures effective and appropriate practises are 
in place. Meeting minutes, staff bulletins are available on link(Learnlink – PGCC staff team link and hard copy) (7.3.2) 
 
The Regulatory Authority is notified via DECD of any relevant changes or serious incidents. This has occurred when a child was 
accidently shut in the shed and an incident of measles in the centre. From this procedures were discussed, and changes made where 
now the shed is locked once all child leave. Significant grievances are documented on Incident Reporting and Management Services 
(IRMS). Policies relevant to our centre are available on the website and policies folde. The healthy food and nutrition, Behaviour code of 
conduct, sun smart and parent concerns and complaints are include in the kindergarten information booklet.(7.3.3) (7.3.4)(7.3.5)
